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CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I:
Club Name and Emblem

Section 1.
The name of this club is:  Bayshore Corvair Association, Incorporated- Corvair Society 





of  America, Chapter 087.

Section 2.
This club will share the insignia of the national organization, CORSA (Corvair Society





of  America) as part of it’s emblem.

ARTICLE II:
Objectives

The purpose of this organization is the promotion of, the preservation, enjoyment, and maintenance of all types of Corvair automobiles and related vehicles; the promotion and improvement of driving skills

and automobile safety; and the improvement of the Corvair’s image, as well as for charitable and educational purposes for pleasure, recreation, and other non-profit objectives.

ARTICLE III:
Membership

Section 1.
Membership in the club is restricted to people interested in the Corvair, or to the objectives of the club. Membership in the Corvair Society of America is highly recommended.



Section 2.
Membership Categories

A. Active Member: one who has paid the yearly dues as specified in the bylaws, and enjoys all privileges and responsibilities implied.

B. Family Member: a member of an active member’s family, who has paid the

prescribed yearly dues as specified in the bylaws, and living at the same address, who will enjoy all privileges and responsibilities as an active member, but will not receive a newsletter.

Section 3.
Membership will automatically lapse for non-payment of dues by March 1st of each year. Dues payments are to be paid by January 1st of each year.

Section 4.
Any member may be expelled by a quorum vote. This may be for infraction of club rules or for any other action that is determined not to be in the best interests of the club. Before such action is taken, the member will have an opportunity to submit in writing, or in person, his position on such charges against him. The Secretary will notify him in writing of such charges.

Section 5.
Any member may resign by written notice to the Secretary and payment of any indebtedness to the club.


ARTICLE IV:
Meetings

Section 1.
Regular meetings will be held at least once monthly at a time and place agreed to by the officers.

Section 2.
Special meetings may be called by any elected officer or by petition of one half of the active/family members. Effort must be made to contact each active/family member at least 24 hours prior to such a meeting.


ARTICLE V:
Officers and Trustees

Section 1.
The elected officers of the club are:
President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and three (3) Trustees.

Section 2.
Their duties are those normally associated with those titles.

Section 3.
The term of office for President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer is for one year.


The term of office for Trustees, will be for three years.

Section 4.
Nominations will be directed as per the bylaws. The candidates who receive the highest number of votes are elected.

Section 5.
There are no term limitations for the four elected officers positions.

Section 6.
In the case of the absence of the Secretary at a meeting, the presiding officer present


will appoint a Secretary for the duration of the meeting.


ARTICLE VI:
Financial Obligations


Section 1.
No officer, committee, or member will incur debts or other liabilities on behalf of the club without prior approval of the membership. Executive committee action in an emergency, or any normal monthly expense such as the newsletter, are the only exceptions.

Section 2.
The Treasurer (or President in the Treasurer’s absence) will be authorized to sign all club checks.


ARTICLE VII:
Committees



Section 1.
Committee Chairmen will be appointed by the President.



Section 2.
Standing Committees

A. Membership Committee: will approve new members, issue membership cards,

And maintain the membership roster, compiled from approved membership applications.

B. Publicity Committee: will be responsible for the preparation and dissemination of  all information and publications of the club.

C. Activity-Events Committee: will coordinate club events, and in the interests of safety and accuracy, will review a sponsor’s plan for an upcoming event.

D. Safety Committee: will conduct periodic safety checks on vehicles at any club event.

E. Points Committee: will maintain a record of points awarded to club members, for the purpose of any awards.

F. Program Committee: will be responsible for planning entertainment activities for 

the regular meetings.


ARTICLE VIII:
Bylaws

Section 1.
The bylaws contain the details for smooth running of the club.

Section 2.
The bylaws may be changed, deleted from, or added to by a two-thirds vote of the active/family members present at the next meeting after the changes are announced.


ARTICLE IX:

Amendments to the Constitution

Section 1.
An amendment to the Constitution may be made by any active member thru a motion at the general membership meeting. If the majority or quorum approves of the motion it will be voted on. If there is a tie vote then there will be no change at that time. If the vote is passed then the amendment to the Constitution will be published in the next newsletter or other media.
